Dear Parents / Carers
Residential Visit & Activity Days
As you know at Nutfield Church Primary School, we highly value opportunities for outdoor learning and for our children to take part in a range of trips and visits, including residentials.  We look to ensure our curriculum enables each year group to experience exciting challenges and adventures, while also offering opportunities for the consolidation of developing skills.  
We have been mindful of the increase of costs to families over time and in the past few years parental support has lessened as costs to the school have increased.
The framework, which was launched in September 2019 has offered us the opportunity to consider how we can create further experiences for all our children.  As part of our discussions around our renewed curriculum last year, we reconsidered the way we plan our current programme of residentials and outdoor adventure activities that are organised.  Please see below details.
Yr 3 – Parents/Carers pay for the transport to swimming (Horley Anderson Centre by coach)
Yr 4 – Free to ParentscCarers (to be funded through Sports Premium)
Yr 5 – Free to Parents/Carers (to be funded through Sports Premium)
Yr 6 – Parents/Carers pay for the residential visit (this is likely to be at High Ashurst each year)
As we planned last year the children in Year 3 will continue to learn to swim as part of their P.E curriculum.  Swimming is a statutory part of primary education and also a vital life skill.  We have been looking to build on this skill and also provide the children with further opportunities to develop their abilities and experience in and on the water. The children will have a 2 week daily intensive course with a 60 minute lesson.  They will be the only class to swim and this lesson will act as a double PE lesson in each week. The school takes the cost of three swimming instructors and entry costs to the pool itself.  We do ask that parents help us to cover the cost of the coach.  This year the total cost for parents for the 2 week course is £65.55.  A payment plan will be set up for this in the autumn term and youpay through your child’s online account.  The swimming course will be from Monday 10th October to Friday 21st October on a daily basis. 
In Year 4, the children will go on to High Ashurst for 3 days on a daily basis. The activities will include a challenge course, climbing, high ropes, team tasks, woodland skills, orienteering and archery.  The full cost of the three days would be paid for by the school through its Sports Premium Funding; there will be no charge to parents and carers. 
In Year 5, the children will go to Aqua Sports Company Ltd, at Mercer’s Country Park Lake in Merstham for 3 days on a daily basis.  These mult-activity days will include Dinghy sailing, Windsurfing, Kayaking, Paddle boarding and raft building.  The full cost of the three days would be paid for by the school through its Sports Premium Funding; there will be no charge to parents and carers. 
In Year 6, the children will go on a week long residential visit split between High Ashurst in Dorking and The Thames Young Mariners (TYM) near Richmond.
We hope that parentsand carers recongise our acknowledgment of the financial challenges for our families and indeed our school.

We believe these options alongside our additional sports activity days, tournaments and clubs provide a sound opportunity to broaden the current Wellbeing (specifically, PE and sports) curriculum, and to further develop opportunities for adventure and outdoor learning.
