FREE SCHOOL MEALS - PUPIL PREMIUM FUNDING

I want to make sure all children flourish and do as well as they can while they are with us at Nutfield Church Primary School but we know that some children may need a boost for this to happen.  For this reason the Government gives extra funding to schools for those families who are entitled to Free School Meals. For every child that we can claim for, the government will pay us £1,385 per year per child.  This will not only benefit your child but all those in your child’s class. 

Over the seven years your child will spend in primary school this could add up to £9,695 of extra funding. This can be spent on anything from extra adult support in class, group work and interventions, resources or even support for residential trips and after school clubs. This invaluable source of funding is used by the school to improve outcomes for your children. We are rigorously monitored to make sure we spend the money in the most effective way possible to ensure progress and attainment for your child throughout their school life.   

At present, children in Years R, 1 and 2 automatically receive free school meals under the Universal Infant Free School Meal Scheme (UIFSM), however if you would have normally qualified for free school meals and you are in receipt of certain benefits, the school will receive additional funding for your child. You may be eligible if you are in receipt of any of the following benefits:-

· Income Support.

· Income Based Job Seeker’s Allowance (IBJSA).

· Income Related Employment & Support Allowance (IRESA).

· Support under Part VI of the Immigration & Asylum Act 1999.

· The guarantee element of Pension Credit.

· Child Tax Credit (provided you are not also entitled to Working Tax Credit and have an annual gros income of no more than £16,190). 

· Working Tax Credit run-on (paid for the four weeks after you stop qualifying for Working Tax Credit)

If you feel you may have an entitlement to Free School Meals, regardless of whether your child receives a meal under the UIFSM scheme, I would urge you to complete the enclosed Pupil Premium Application Form and return it to the School Office. We do not require supporting evidence of benefits, we only ask you to complete the simple form.  Any information that you provide the school will be treated in the strictest confidence. 

I hope the details below illustrate the importance of this request and the difference this can make to the funding received by our school for your child’s education:
